Minutes of Special Selectboard Meeting

March 7, 2017
The Selectboard held a special meeting at Eden Central School, immediately following the annual town & school meetings, on March 7, 2017.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, George Sheldrick, Adam Degree, Tracey Morin, and Candy Vear.

1. Ricky opened the meeting at 2:25 PM.
2. Additions or Deletion:  None at this time.
3. Reorganization of the Selectboard:

a. Chairman:  Ricky asked George if he would like to be Chairman.  George said he felt Ricky has done a good job running the meetings in the past and made the motion for Ricky Morin to be Chairman.  Approved.

b. Selectboard Clerk:  
c. Town Administrative Assistant:

Ricky made the motion to appoint George Sheldrick as Selectboard Clerk and Tracey Morin as the Town Administrative Assistant.  Approved
4. Appoint the following officers:  George made the motion to appoint the following to these positions, excluding one Animal Control Officer and the Emergency Management Director:

a. Fence Viewers:  Michele Cardinal, Jubal Durivage, Adam Degree.

b. Animal Control Officer:  Rachel Garfield, one open position
c. Inspection of Wood & Timber:  H. Bruce Burnor

d. Emergency Management Director/Coordinator:  open position
e. Trustee of Public Funds:  John Touchette, Candace Vear, Donna Whitcomb

f. Tree Warden:  H. Bruce Burnor

Adam seconded the motion.  Discussion included not reappointing Gary Wright to the Animal Control position as George did not feel he followed Selectboard instruction on a couple issues.  Candy questioned what will happen on April 1st with the canvas if Eden only has one ACO.  The Selectboard would like to reach out to Hyde Park as LCPC advised they are also interested in a shared position.  The Emergency Management Director position will be advertised.  George noted that this position requires attendance and participation in LEPC along with online training of NIMS.  Motion Approved.

5. Town Service Officer:  George made the motion to appoint H. Bruce Burnor as Town Service Officer.  Approved.

6. LRSWMD Supervisor (2yr term-expires 3/17):  Ricky made the motion to reappoint David Whitcomb as LRSWMD Supervisor for a two year term to expire in March, 2019.  Approved.  Tracey noted that the paperwork to sign for this appointment is at the town office and will be placed on the agenda for the meeting of March 13th.
7. Committee Appointments (held by Selectboard):  George made the motion to appoint the following:
a. Transportation Advisory Committee:  Ricky Morin with Tracey serving as the Alternate.
b. Sheriff’s Advisory Board:  George Sheldrick

Motion Approved.

8. Committee Appointments (held by members of the community):  All committee members had been contacted on whether or not they wished to be reappointed.  Leslie White sent a letter of resignation from EPC effective town meeting day.  Kim Jones had sent a letter of resignation on February 13th effective February 28th from EYSC.  An email from Kim dated March 6th advised she had reconsidered and wished to be reappointed.  Based upon this information, George made the motion to reappoint the following, advertising the open positions:
a. Eden Youth Sports Committee: Morgan Langlois, Tarrah Martin, Wayne Demers, Jr. and Kim Jones.  One open position.  Approved.
b. Eden Planning Commission:  Charles Leone, Tracey Morin, Candace Vear.  Two open positions.

c. Eden Energy Committee:  Keren Ferrari, Linda Barrows, Matthew Mitchell, Ralph Monticello and Craig Kneeland.  Approved.  
9. Set date and time of regular Selectboard meetings:  Ricky made the motion to continue with the current schedule of the 2nd and 4th Monday of each month.  The next meeting will be on March 13th at 6PM.  The Selectboard was reminded of the BCA meeting at 5PM on this date.  Adam provided the town office with his contact information.
10. Authorization to process and sign checks prior to Selectboard approval.  George made the motion to authorize the Treasurer to sign checks prior to Selectboard approval.  This process was explained to Adam.  Payroll is processed weekly and other accounts may be paid to receive discounts or meet filing deadlines.  Motion approved.

11. Set compensation of Delinquent Tax Collector in lieu of fees:  Ricky made the motion for compensation of the Delinquent Tax Collector, now to be part of the regular duties of town office staff, to be paid through payroll as part of their established, existing salaries with the 8% penalty going to town revenue to offset taxes.  Approved.  The Selectboard asked that VLCT be contacted for a boilerplate policy for Eden to modify to fit its needs in establishing a policy/procedure for the collection of delinquent taxes and when they are sent to tax sale.

12. Act upon Spring Road Posting:  Roads to be posted include:  East Hill Rd, Ober Hill Rd, North Road, White Rd and Crooks Rd.  George made the motion to sign the Resolution to Post Roads and to post the notice as required.  Approved and signed.

13. VLCT-Spring Selectboard Institute (Saturday, March 11, 2017):  This information will be sent to Adam to review if he wishes to attend.

14. Any other business:  None at this time.

15. George made the motion to adjourn at 3:15PM.  Approved.
