Minutes of Regular Meeting, April 24, 2017
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on April 24, 2017.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, George Sheldrick, Adam Degree, Ethan Hill, Mike Paradee, Scott Griswold, Dennis & Mary Heath, Bob & Jeanne Spaulding, Candy Vear and Tracey Morin.
1. Ricky opened the meeting at 6:00PM.  
To accommodate those present the Selectboard moved to:

9.
Beach Update:

a.
Hillside Trash – Recycling & compost:  Ethan told the Selectboard that he felt it would be best if those at LERA took care of their own compost.  This law does not go into effect until 2020.  Ethan can provide a recycling bin with pick up on the 4th Thursday of the month.  Options include:  2 yd bin - $20; 3 yd bin - $30.  This fee is for each pick up.  Bob felt that a 2 yard bin would be sufficient.  LERA will start with a 2 yard bin and will move to a 3 yard if necessary.  This will be on a trial basis.  If it is found that this bin is not being used properly, it will be discontinued and campers will have to deal with the recycling on their own.  Signage on the recycle bin was encouraged.
b.
Line Marker:  Last year a line marker was purchased for use in parking cars.  Bob said this is not something he would use or is needed at LERA.  It was suggested to donate the line marker to EYSC.  They will be contacted.

c.
Update of other activities:  Ricky asked the Selectboard if they still wished the highway department to do the site work at LERA.  Work to be done includes the site work for the new storage shed, removal of the old storage sheds and some other site work at individual campsites.  Adam inquired if the highway department had time for this work – Yes.  Highway department will continue to do site work required at LERA for 2017.  Tracey has spoken with Town & Country Sheds  They will do their best to have the storage shed delivered late in the week of May 8th.  Plumbing Solutions will be opening the water system tomorrow.  Adam advised Bob that he has not yet gotten ahold of the person he thinks can help with the water barrier for the showers.
d.
From Additions & Deletions – (c) NEK Swim – sign swim lesson contract:  The contract was reviewed.  Adam made the motion to accept and sign the contract.  Approved and signed.

Road Commissioner Report:

a.
Sign Agreement – Heath Gravel Pit:  Wording had been changed as requested and agreeable to all parties.  Adam made the motion to accept and sign the agreement as written.  Approved and signed by the Selectboard, Dennis & Mary Heath and notarized by Candy.

Newport Ambulance Service – sign contract:  Mike Paradee and Scott Griswold spoke with the Selectboard about the contract and NEMS services:  contracted amount is the same as last year; they are working hard to keep their budget down; they received a 43% increase in Medicaid/Medicare payments; they now have to pay a 3.3% provider tax to the State of Vermont – this is not charged on the appropriation for municipalities; future budgets may increase; EMT’s are full time; compete with Chittenden County for EMT’s; may need wage increase; cost to replace and outfit ambulances has increased; possibility of UVM FACT helicopter and truck locating in Morrisville; starting budget process in August; looking at alternatives as go forward in future years; will invite Selectboards to discuss what they feel will or will not work; fundraisers; employee required training; unknowns of future health insurance.  George made the motion to sign the contract.  Approved and signed.  When available, Mike will send a copy of the contract, signed by all towns for town records.

Additions and Deletions to the agenda:

EYSC: Letter of Request – use of town equipment & labor:  A letter requesting assistance with field preparation was reviewed.  It was questioned how much material was needed and where it was being purchased.  Adam questioned if the men’s league still assisted with field preparation as in the past.  George made the motion to okay the use of the town truck and an operator to haul a load of material for the ballfields.  Approved.  EYSC will be asked to contact Ricky to confirm dates.

Bridge Inspection Reports:  The State of Vermont inspected three sites at Eden’s request.  Photos and the written reports were reviewed for Boy Scout Rd. and Blakeville Rd., two locations.  Results being that each were in good condition.  These will be kept on file at the town office.

Approve the Minutes of April 10, 2017:  George made the motion to approve the minutes of April 10, 2017 as written.  Approved.

Road Commissioner Report.

Heath Gravel Pit:  The time frame of the 2nd phase of crushing gravel at this pit was discussed.  Ricky noted the highway department had a busy spring schedule, had enough gravel stockpiled and suggested scheduling the crushing for fall, after Labor Day.  The Selectboard agreed with this timetable.

Update Knowles Flat Culverts:  Jeff Parsons (Wetland Consultant) has scheduled a site visit with the State of Vermont and the Army Corp of Engineers for May 3rd at 10AM.

Adam made the motion to approve to town specifications excess weight permits for NA Manosh.  George seconded the motion.  Approved and signed.

Body & Plow Quotes:  A quote fromTempco is not yet at the town office.  These quotes for the new equipment will be reviewed at the next meeting.

Municipal Loan Application – Sign:  A municipal loan application was available for review.  The deadlines are now April 15th and October 15th.  As the provider of the dump body/plow & wing setup/sander has not yet been determined, it was suggested to wait to submit this application until after the next meeting.
e.
Garage Door quotes:  Two quotes for replacing two garage doors (13’6” x 14 & 12’2”x12’) with openers at the town garage were reviewed.  Champlain Door: $5,768.39

Adam made the motion to purchase replacement doors and openers from Champlain Door at $5,768.39.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.

f.
Uniform service quotes:  Ricky has been talking with the local representative about their proposed new contract and the contract signed last year, which was supposed to be good for 5 years.  Ricky updated the Selectboard on the conversations to date and that the representative is supposed to be back this week with a new contract.  This will be discussed again at the next meeting.

g..
TAC Reappointment – sign:  LCPC provided the annual reappointment form to the Lamoille Transportation Advisory Committee.  At the special meeting on March 7th, Ricky was reappointed to this committee with Tracey serving as an alternate.  George made the motion to sign the LCPC TAC Reappointment form.  Approved and signed.
h.
Class 4 Highway Maintenance:  Ricky told the Selectboard of calls received from a Square Rd resident.  The resident is not happy that the town will not do spring maintenance to this Class 4 section of roadway which they have plowed from the Craftsbury side this past winter.  Ricky explained to them the town policy of work on Class 4 roads during the summer months and also had the town office check with Jim Cota, State of VT AOT.  Jim advised to follow our Class 4 policy and that varying from this would set precedence.  The Selectboard agreed to stick to the Class 4 policy, not doing any work on this section of Class 4 road until the road has dried up.
i.
Patenaude Bush Hogging Quote:  Information on their services and costs were available for review.  This information is sent annually.  The Selectboard asked that it be kept on file for later this year when this service will be contracted.
j.
Update of other activities of Highway Dept.:  Truck#4’s has been returned to Charlebois for additional service.  Ricky asked that the proper paperwork be available at the next meeting to remove the spring road posting of town highways.  Tracey will review work to be completed for the emergency grant for flooding in June, 2016.
11.
LEA Greeter Program:  Tracey advised the Selectboard that the cost of placing a port-o-let at the Lake Eden fishing access was not included in the expenses of this year’s LEA Greeter Program grant.  Program manager, Art Curcillo would like to request funds from The American Gift Fund as was done last year.  There was discussion on why the State of Vermont could not provide this service.  The cost is approximately $95 per month.  The port-o-let is being delivered on May 16th and will remain on site until October, 5 months for a total of around $475.  George made the motion to cover the cost of the port-o-let at Lake Eden fishing access with funds from the American Gift Fund.

Town Office Mowing:  Several inquiries about if this service would be put out to bid have been received.  Candy noted the town office has been very happy with past services received from Roberts & Son.  The Selectboard wished to put out a bid notice to Roberts & Son, the people who inquired, post at the local stores, town web page and Front Porch Forum.  Bids to be available for the next meeting, May 8, 2017.
