Minutes of Regular Meeting, April 25, 2016
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on April 25, 2016.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, Jubal Durivage, George Sheldrick, Faye Cochran, Gary Wright, Candy Vear and Tracey Morin.
1. Ricky opened the meeting at 6:00PM.
2. Additions and Deletions to the agenda:
a. Under Beach:

3. Citizen Input: None at this time.
4. Approve the Minutes of April 11, 2016:  Jubal made the motion to approve the minutes of April 11, 2016 as written.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.

5. Beach Update:

a. Wi-Fi service:  A seasonal camper inquired about internet service.  In past years this has been purchased by the manager and campers, if interested, paid them a portion of the monthly cost.  Last year the manager did the same, but said no one asked to be included.  Candy has contacted Fairpoint Communications about the cost to add this service to the town phone line.  They offer rates on a yearly, two year and three year basis with a $100 disconnect fee.  The monthly cost would be $43.40.  The annual cost to Eden would be $360.40 for the time frame the campground is open plus the disconnect fee.  Discussion included:  offering this to all visitors; this being a convenience to campers and managers; is a service often requested by today’s society; increase of rates for seasonal, bus groups and day use, plus last year ending with a positive balance will more than cover the cost to offer this service free of charge.  George made the motion to add internet service to LERA’s phone line, offering the service to all at LERA for free.  Jubal seconded the motion.  Approved.  A sign will be posted with notice of the service and the password.
b. Refrigerator replacement:  Jackie inquired about removal of an old freezer that was used last year as a refrigerator and replacing it with a workable refrigerator.  The Selectboard noted that this is an item used in the sale of drinks and snacks; this is a separate business from operation of the beach and is run solely by the manager; if removal and replacement are needed, it is to be done by the manager at no cost to the town.

c. Update of other activities @LERA:  
i. Tracey updated the Selectboard on:  water system start up complete-no problems reported; septic tank has been pumped; lawn tractor has been returned from servicing.

ii. A partial load of “woodcarpet” mulch needed for the playground area will cost approximately $1400 for 45 yards.  The Selectboard estimated that only 7 yards would be needed.  Tracey will consult with LCPC to see if other towns are purchasing or would like to combine a purchase of this material.  ECS has also been contacted.

iii. The managers will be asked about the rescue boat:  will they pick it up or do they wish the Highway Dept. to deliver it to LERA prior to opening.

d. From Additions & Deletions:

i. Tree Branches – Site #15:  When at the town office this week, Nate Hayden inquired about removal of tree branches at Site #15.  The Selectboard asked that the managers be consulted and offer the Highway Dept. services to take care of this problem when they are at the site delivering sand for the beach and grading the roadway.
6. Dog Officer Update:  
a. Warning & Fees (Clark dog):  The dog picked up on Thursday and delivered to Lamoille Kennels is a repeat offender.  Faye feels the owner should be ticketed.  The new ordinance does not become effective until June 10th.  The town has been notified that the dog was picked up and all fees paid to Lamoille Kennels who in turn, will pay the town.  As all fees were paid the Selectboard felt it was too late to issue any additional warnings or tickets.
b. Another dog was also taken to Lamoille Kennels.  This dog needs shots and licensing before being released.  Faye reported that all will be taken care of by a family member.

c. Canvasing of the town; issuing written warnings, no verbal warnings; canvas entire town and then do follow-up visits; tickets, fees and collection of monies for licensing were discussed.  Dog officers will not collect any monies while performing their duties.  All will be instructed to go to the town office or use the drop box for payment of licensing, tickets or other fees.
7. Constable Update:  None at this time.  
8. Health Officer Update:  None at this time.
9. Road Commissioner Report:

a. Gravel Pit update – quote on crusher:  The quote from McCullough Crushing, Inc. came in at $3.40 per yard for 5,000 cubic yards of back run to 1 ¼” minus.  The proposal has been signed and returned.  This project will begin soon with material being stockpiled at the town garage and at the pit.  Ricky wishes to schedule this as soon as possible before campers move in for the season.
b. Drive Access permit – Randy Mason, Sr:  Ricky advised that this is for a drive to move his business to his home site and that no stakes have been put up.  No funds have been received at the town office for the permit.  Until the fee is paid and the site staked the permit will not be acted upon.
c. Update of other activities of Highway Dept.:  Roads are drying up nicely and are being graded.  Tracey will put on the May 9th agenda the resolution to remove the seasonal road posting.

ii. Jennifer Shaw – retaining wall:  An email from Jennifer Shaw inquired about the possibility of putting up a retaining wall at their property on North Rd.  The Selectboard will visit this property when doing drive permit inspections on May 2nd.  

iii. Sign Request – Shover Rd:  A request for “Children at Play” signs on Shover Rd was received at the town office.  Ricky recalled that a past request was denied upon advice from VLCT.  Candy was asked to research this previous request or check with VLCT.

Jubal made the motion to accept to town specifications excess weight permits for Albert Tobin, Jr. and Victor E. Manosh.  George seconded the motion.  Approved and signed.
10. Green Up – Tire Disposal:
Notifications from LRSWMD provided options for the tires collected at Green Up Day.  LRSWMD has contracted with K-N-S Tire of Albany to manage the tires and provided their rates for disposal (16” $2; 17”-24” $5; larger than 24”, tractor or skid steer – arrangement must be made directly with K-N-S).  Two options were offered:  drop tires off at transfer stations in Johnson, Morrisville, Stowe or Worcester or; arrangements can be made with K-N-S for pick up.  Tracey was asked to check on the cost of pickup and payment options if the town delivers the tires.  Ricky made the motion to pay for the tire disposal from the Good Neighbor Fund.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.

11. FYI:  
a. LRSWMD – Meeting dates:  Notification of LRSWMD reorganizational meeting, election of officers and set meeting dates and times.  LRSWMD will meet the second Tuesday of every other month in the Tegu building in Morrisville at 6:30PM.  Their next scheduled meeting is on June 14, 2016.
b. 2016 Vermont Crime Victim Service Award nomination:  A copy of Det. Cpl. Ryan Bjerke’s letter in support of nominating Faye Cochran for this award was reviewed by the Selectboard.

c. From Additions & Deletions:

i. Fraud Alert: “Spoofing” Scam Targets Vermont:  Notification from Vermont Municipal Government Discussion Network advised towns of recent scams to access payroll information and where to report any suspicious attempts received.
11. Any other business:  
a. Ricky received a call about how the town proceeded with awarding the 2016 mowing of the town office.  The caller did not feel it was done fairly as their bid was $25 lower.  It was explained that the other bidder had provided the service for several years with no increase in rate and the town office staff was happy with their performance.  The caller also inquired about bidding on the cemetery and school mowing and was advised that the Selectboard did not handle those contracts.
12. Sign Orders (5):  Four (4) orders were reviewed and signed.  The fifth order for accounts payable was not able to be processed today due to a computer problem.  Ricky made the motion to allow Candy to process and send out the bi-monthly accounts payable on Tuesday, April 26th.  Approved.
13. Ricky made the motion to adjourn at 8:20PM.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.
