Minutes of Regular Meeting, July 27, 2015
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on July 27, 2015.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, Jubal Durivage, Dale Tatro, Tasha Wallis (LCPC Executive Director), Noah Labow, Candy Vear and Tracey Morin.
1. Ricky opened the meeting at 6:05 pm.  

2. Additions and Deletions to the agenda:  
Add:

a. Under Any Other Business:  Outside Audit – Board Inquiry Questionnaire

b. Under Highway – Dry Hydrant Application
c. Under Highway  - VT Youth Conservation Corp – assist with Class 4 work
Delete:  #15 Personnel Policy update recommendations – Add to agenda 8-10-15

3. LCPC:

a. Tasha Wallis – LCPC Executive Director:  Tasha started at LCPC three weeks ago and is visiting each town to introduce herself and have towns share with her their thoughts and concerns.  Ricky mentioned that he is on the TAC committee but does not go to many of the meetings as those he has attended do not relate to small towns like Eden.  Ricky noted that Rob Moore has been very helpful on road issues.  Dale noted that Eden’s biggest problem in the next 5-10 years is going to be replacing bridges.  Tracey added that LCPC was very helpful to the Eden Planning Commission with its assistance in updating the town plan and also on grant availability or supporting information.  Tasha appreciated the Selectboards time and offered her contact information to all present.
b. Board of Directors – Eden Representative Appointment:  Currently, Leslie White fills this position.  Candy has contacted her and she is willing to remain on the board if no one else is interested.  Jubal made the motion to appoint Leslie White as Eden’s representative on the LCPC Board of Directors.  Dale seconded the motion.  Approved.  The appointment form was completed and signed.

 Beach Update:

b.
Noah Labow – Paddle Boat Rentals:  Noah resides in Morrisville, attended Johnson State College and started his business this year.  Paddle boarding is one of the fastest growing water sports.  He has 13 boards, works by appointment, and has State permits at Green River Reservoir and Waterbury State Park.  He would like to bring this opportunity to Lake Eden at LERA a couple days a week on a trial basis.  Noah is insured and registered with the State.  All paddle boats are washed prior to leaving a lake or pond.  Noah is very conscious of the danger of transporting invasive species from one body of water to another and takes precautions to prevent it.  LERA Manager, Jackie Sweetser is aware of Noah’s wish to offer this service and advised him to contact the Selectboard.  Candy has checked with VLCT who advised Eden would need proof of insurance and an agreement with Noah.  The Selectboard agreed to allow Noah to offer this service on a trial basis for the remainder of the season.  Noah will draft an agreement with his hours, days of use, agreement to purchase a season pass for his entry, all customers would pay the normal entry fee to LERA, proof of insurance and business registration and any other information he felt necessary to include.  Noah was advised that this agreement would be sent to VLCT for review and would not be signed by the Selectboard until the next meeting, August 10, 2015.  Noah will send a draft to Tracey who will distribute it to the Selectboard and VLCT for review.

State Inspection Report letter:  The report of the annual inspection was reviewed.  Items to be addressed included:  replacing the well cap - completed on July 17th; improve storage tank overflow – work has been done by Manager, Rick Adams; and collect a water quality sample for uranium - will be taken on August 4th.  Tracey will prepare a letter responding to the requirements, actions taken, testing results and photos to support them by August 15th.

Update on other activities @ LERA:  None at this time.

Ricky was approached by an adjoining land owner about the possibility of purchasing ¼ acre on the back side of the brook.  The Selectboard felt that due to the location this should be a decision of the voters.  There was discussion of selling the parcel across from RT100 where the old manager’s house used to be.

Returning to the agenda:

4. Approve the Minutes of July 13, 2015:  Jubal made the motion to approve the minutes of July 13th, 2015 as written.  Dale seconded the motion.  Approved.

5. Ratify actions from July 13, 2015 meeting:

a. Discussion on State of VT response RT100/RT118 Intersection.
b. Approval to post Roadside mowing.
c. Motion to donate season pass for Thomas Langlois, Jr. benefit.

d. Motion to rent site #7 for the remainder of the season for $900.

Dale made the motion to ratify the actions taken by the Selectboard on July 13, 2015 as listed above in #5, a through d.  Approved.

6. Citizen Input: None at this time.

7. Constable Update – review changes to job description:  Faye worked with Tracey to add to the Constable Job Description.  Tracey reported that due to the job description reference to State Statutes, she had gathered this information to back up the document.  In doing so, one State Statute no longer exists and other information used in the original production of the document was from 1999.  New information has been gathered and should be reviewed prior to adoption to assure no other changes are needed.  A review by VLCT is also suggested.  This item will be reviewed at the next meeting, August 10, 2015.
8. Animal Control Officer Update:  – email VLCT – late fees:  An email about what a town can charge for late fees was reviewed.  Late fees are set by the State of VT and cannot be changed.  Raising the amount Eden charges for late registration was discussed as an option for better compliance for registering dogs at the meeting on July 13th.
9. Health Officer Update:  None at this time.
11. EYSC – email Selectboard request for additional information:  The Selectboard reviewed an email explaining EYSC’s hope to get a member who is involved in the sports program through their child or grandchild and is familiar with the three sports program they currently offer.  The Selectboard wished to have EYSC find candidates they feel are qualified and submit them for appointment.
12. Susan Deuso – Town Agent Resignation:  A letter from Susan advising she was resigning as Town Agent effective immediately due to her no longer being a resident of Eden was read.  Jubal made the motion to accept the resignation.  Approved.  The Selectboard asked that a notice be posted in the local stores and on the web site.  Anyone interested must be an Eden resident.
13. Eden Auditors – recommendation of pay rate for Selectboard:  A letter from the Eden Auditors recommending a pay increase for the Selectboard to:  Chairman $1050.00; Selectboard members (2) $1000.00 was reviewed.  These amounts are paid annually.  The Selectboard wished to thank the auditors for the pay increase.

14. Road Commissioner Report:

a. Whitney Lane update:  Ricky reported that the temporary bridge is installed and open, barricades and guardrail installed, the old culvert was removed today and that he now needs Dale to coordinate the laying out of the elevation for digging the footings and where the crane needs to sit to prepare a platform.  Dale contacted David Peatman.  Tracey sent David the plans by email.  Dale will meet with Ricky at noon tomorrow and David Peatman will be at the site at 7AM on Wednesday.  Dale will contact Ruggiano about overseeing the driving of the piles and getting their okay on the final layout.
b. Drive Permit Application – Billy Atherton:  This is a change to a new location.  Ricky has spoken with Billy and told him he would need 385’ site distance and that since this is a change to a new location, it would change his 911 number.  Ricky will visit the site tomorrow, measure the site distance and determine if a culvert is needed.  This item will be placed on the agenda of the next meeting.

c. From “Additions and Deletions” – Dry Hydrant Application:  Ricky is meeting with Troy Dare on Wednesday at 1PM.  Dale made the motion to allow Ricky to sign the application.  Approved.  Applications are due August 1st.  As Troy was to put together a cost estimate, Ricky will check with him if the application can be submitted next week.
d. From “Additions and Deletions” – VT Youth Conservation Corp. – assist Class 4 work:  Melinda Scott (LCPC) contacted Tracey and also sent an email of this groups availability to assist with Class 4 road work.  They are concentrating on drainage work and culvert and bank stabilization.  Ricky noted that before any drainage work could be done brush cutting would be needed.  At this time, Eden did not have anything available for them.  Tracey will contact Melinda and relay the information.
e. Update of other activities of Highway Dept.:  grading of roadways, a request to grade Lake Shore Drive will be addressed and other general maintenance completed as needed.
15. Personnel Policy update recommendations:  time did not allow work to be done on updating this policy.  Copies will be made available for the Selectboard to review prior to the next meeting.  This will be placed on the agenda for August 10, 2015.

16. FYI:  
a. Town Fair – Killington – October 8, 2015:  information on the upcoming event for municipal officials, employees and volunteers.
b. Brookfield Service – Generator referral rebate offer: $100 rebate offer for referring someone to purchase a Kohler generator.
17. Any other business - From “Additions and Deletions” – Outside Audit – Board Inquiry Questionnaire:  Kittell, Brannagan & Sargent will soon be performing an audit of town financial records.  Preliminary information needed by them includes a questionnaire to be completed by the Selectboard.  The questionnaires were distributed, completed and signed by the Selectboard.
