Minutes of Regular Meeting, August 8, 2016
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on August 8, 2016.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, George Sheldrick, Jubal Durivage, Clayton & Janet Whittemore, Dana Draper, Rick Adams, Candy Vear and Tracey Morin.
1. Ricky opened the meeting at 6:05PM.
2. Additions and Deletions to the agenda: No additions or deletions.
3. Citizen Input: None at this time.
4. Approve the Minutes of July 25, 2016 and August 1, 2016:  Jubal made the motion to approve the minutes of July 11, 2016 and August 1, 2016 as written.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.

To accommodate those present, the Selectboard moved to #9 of the agenda.

Salvage Yard Application – Dana Draper:  Dana Draper has submitted a permit application for the establishment of a salvage yard at property located at 3759 Belvidere Rd.  Ricky noted that when discussed at the last meeting the Selectboard asked that notice be given to neighboring properties, a posted notice placed in the stores, at the website and in the local papers.  The Selectboard would like to hear any concerns or comments prior to making a decision to either approve or deny the application or to leave the decision until townspeople can vote on it at town meeting.  Clayton Whittemore questioned what operation will take place at the site: junk cars and a crusher? Who oversee this, the town or the state?  Ricky noted that the first step was at the town level; if the town says no it would be up to the state on how to proceed.  If the town approves, it then goes to the state for review and approval.  Clayton questioned runoff as steel prices are down and turnover will not be immediate.  Property values have already dropped, he had to put in a new well and feels this will cause more loss of value to his property.  Dana stated he wanted to be a good neighbor and not bother anyone; wants the town to be happy with this project; the state decides whether a fence is required; would like to proceed with the salvage yard but could construct a building for the same purpose which would not require permitting; does not want to wait until March for a decision from town.  Marc Roy will be invited to the next meeting to help explain how the state process works.  The Selectboard would like to have the notice posted again, changing the date to the next meeting, August 22nd.  Jubal made the motion to table this item until after speaking with Marc Roy on August 22nd.  Approved.
The Selectboard now returned to the agenda:

5. Dog Officer Update:  

a. Meet w/Dog Officers on canvas of unlicensed dogs. Neither Dog Officer was at the meeting.  Candy advised that the town office had spoken with both and been told they would start canvassing on August 16th.
6. Beach Update:
a. Open bids for construction of storage building (3):  The three (3) bids received at the town office by the bid deadline of August 3rd at 2PM were opened and reviewed by the Selectboard.  Bid results were as follows:

Jubal felt that the additional cost for storage trusses was warranted.  Other options to be considered were: getting a quote for a premade storage building and also looking at the cost of modifying a shipping container.  Ricky felt the Selectboard should think about these bids and other options and review it at the next meeting.  Jubal made the motion to put this item on the agenda for the August 22nd meeting.  Approved.
b. Update on electrical issues:  All power issues have been resolved by Vermont Electric Co-Operative and there have been no problems since their repair.  Tracey contacted VEC about the expenses incurred by the town for these problems.  VEC asked for copies of the invoices paid by the town for this problem.  They will review them for consideration of reimbursement of these expenses.

c. Update of other activities at LERA:  
i. Rickey Adams reported that they are having some issues with seasonal campsite #12.  The managers would like the Selectboard to visit the site as they have spoken to them about parking and keeping the area around the campsite clean with no positive results.  The Selectboard agreed that there are to be no tires stored on site and that the town provides a garbage container for each site as well as a dumpster for all to use.  Rickey Adams noted that several other seasonal campers are unhappy about the situation.  The Selectboard asked that a letter be sent to the party along with a copy of the rules and their campsite agreement with areas in question highlighted and advise that they cannot block access for other campsites.
ii. Rickey Adams reported of a skunk problem at LERA and asked for guidance on their removal.  It was determined that the best option would be to hire the person in Lowell who provides this service for $40, if he catches the animal.
7. Constable Update:  None at this time.  
8. Health Officer Update:  The Selectboard reviewed a copy of the report provided by Amanda Jones of the health issue complaint received on a White Rd. property.
10. Road Commissioner Report:
a. Update Storm Damage 6-28-16:  Emergency Grant application has been submitted.  No word to date on the status of this application.
b. Update Knowles Flat Culvert #13-8:  Randy Reed was contacted and will handle obtaining the permits needed from Agency of Natural Resources and the Army Corp of Engineers.  Chris at Green Crow Corp. advised that he will plan to attend a future Selectboard meeting to discuss this project.
c. Update of other activities of Highway Dept.:  
i. Ricky advised that work has started on the Dry Hydrant Grant on East Hill.
ii. Truck #4 has been returned from service, but there is still an issue with it.  A representative will be coming in the next week or so to discuss it.

iii. Jubal inquired about replacement of the culvert on Cemetery Road.  Ricky will address this when finished on East Hill.

iv. Next in line for work will be the Better Back Road Grant on Cooper Hill Rd.

11. FYI:  Annual rabies bait drop – August, 2016.
12. Any other business: 
a. Candy reminded everyone of the primary election on Tuesday, August 9th and the need for counters when the polls close at 7PM.

b. Ricky spoke with the Selectboard of the possibility of losing another part-time highway person as they are looking for fulltime employment with benefits.  This may cause a hardship as fall and winter approach.  It was noted that the work required can no longer be done by two people.  The town office will prepare numbers for the Selectboard to review if a third full time person were added.

13. Sign Orders (5):  Five (5) orders were reviewed and signed.
14. Jubal made the motion to adjourn at 7:30PM.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.
