Minutes of Regular Meeting, August 13, 2018
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on August 13, 2018.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, Adam Degree, George Sheldrick, Leslie White, Bob Spaulding, James Mack, Jason Benjamin, Harry Stauffer, Senator Richard Westman, Candy Vear and Tracey Morin.

3. Citizen Input:  None at this time.

4. Approve the Minutes of July 30, 2018:  Adam made the motion to approve the minutes of July 30, 2018 as written.  George seconded the motion.  Approved.

Seasonal Camper:  
i.
Bob has not heard anymore from the seasonal camper who was trying to sell their motor home.  Research of LERA Rules, Lottery Rules and Seasonal Camper Agreement showed nothing that would prohibit the town from allowing the transfer of site due to such a transaction.

Attorney opinion – ROW:  Tracey reported that office staff is still gathering copies of deeds to forward to Attorney Barlow for review.

Bob reported that 30 children and 3 babies received swim lessons.  Tracey asked about scheduling lessons for next season – Yes.  Picnic tables are being rebuilt and painted.  Water testing is going well.

Dog Officer Update:
a.
Update on canvas and follow up visits:  Dog Officer’s James Mack and Jason Benjamin provided an update of their canvas and follow up visits.  At first they reported that the canvas was complete but later it was noted that parts of the north end of town had not been completed.  Candy questioned where the pink slips were – if turned into the office after being issued, these are then used to assist the Dog Officers when doing follow up visits as the ones who have registered are removed.  Jason stated the NEMRC program did not give them the information they needed to contact owners when doing the canvas, follow up visits or help when a stray dog is picked up.  Candy had discussed this previously with Jason.  It will be a time consuming task; there are other more pressing priorities at this time and advised him the information could be added when information is entered next year during dog licensing season.

Jason brought in Harry Stauffer as a possible 3rd Dog Officer to assist.  Harry lives in Johnson, is retired and has been an ACO in CA for many years.  Harry was asked to send a letter of interest and a resume to the town office.  The Selectboard will review this information and meet with Harry at their next meeting.

Road Commissioner Report:

Update Knowles Flat Culvert #13-8:  Project is progressing as planned.  Concrete work is complete, crane contractor has visited site in preparation for box placement, Michie Corp has inspected work to date and will deliver the box on August 27th.  Invoices for additional survey work were reviewed.  The Selectboard asked that this be paid along with the next installment to D. Tatro with payroll AP on Thursday, August 16th.  The Selectboard would like to meet with D. Tatro prior to issuing the final payment.

Update Knowles Flat Twin Culverts:  None at this time.

Parsonage Road update:  Ricky has spoken with Kurt Salvas.  Because the house has been removed, Kurt no longer requests the road be realigned.

Knowles Flat Paving – sign AOT 1111 permit:  In preparation for this project, a permit is required to work in the State of VT highway ROW.  George made the motion to sign the AOT 1111 permit.  Approved and signed.  Tracey has sent out Request for Proposal for this project to several paving companies.

MRGP Permit received:  Eden has been notified that it has received it’s MRGP permit.

Excess Weight Permit – Glenn & Ruth Goodrich:  Adam made the motion to approve to town specifications an excess weight permit for Glenn & Ruth Goodrich.  George seconded the motion.  Approved and signed.

Update of other activities of Highway Dept.:  Ricky plans to grade Class 4 roads and start work on the Better Back Road grant on Square Rd.  The speed cart is set up on Ober Hill Rd.  Eden can keep this longer if they desire.  AOT will be contacted to advise Eden will return it after Labor Day.  Larger speed limit signs and flags have also been placed on Ober Hill Rd.  These are all due to the detour because of AOT’s culvert replacement project on RT100C.  Annual in-kind service with Hyde Park is complete.  All three trucks are up and running.
