After the public hearing, if there are no other changes to be made, the document will go to the Selectboard for their adoption and then to LCPC for confirmation.  All should be complete prior to the current plan’s expiration date of April 10, 2018.

While at LCPC to pick up the maps, Tracey was asked about whether or not EPC would like to work on an Enhanced Energy Plan including Eden Energy Committee.  LCPC has funds available to assist another town and wanted to make the offer available to Eden.  Work on the plan would not mean it would be adopted or implemented, would just do some ground work for the future.  When asked, EPC felt this was premature as there are still changes being made to the initial request/requirements as additional information is forthcoming.  All agreed to wait a year and look at this again next fall.

EPC agreed this was not part of their responsibilities, but could add that the State and Federal agencies are very involved and will be actively participating in any activity at the VAG site.  The Selectboard offered approval to pursue the endeavor, it will be up to Manosh, the State and Federal agencies to oversee and regulate it.
