LCPC Update:  Keren reported ongoing discussion on the County energy chapter.  A lot of this discussion is centered on the definition of ridgeline.  Is it greater than 2500 ft. or should there be a different height designation which would fit a towns need for preferred solar sighting, i.e. 1000’ down from the highest point.  Keren added that ANR is looking to establish a process to fit town needs.  Under the County plan Eden is protected with the wording “unsuitable for industrial wind”, nothing else.  Going to the Selectboard asking to pursue “regionally significant ridgeline” status was discussed.  This would provide Eden with greater weight to protect its ridgelines.  Keren will gather more information before EPC goes to the Selectboard.
