Minutes of Regular Meeting, March 26, 2019
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on March 26, 2019.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, Adam Degree, Barbara Dewyea, Candy Vear and Tracey Morin.

1. Adam opened the meeting at 6:00PM.  
2. Additions & Deletions to the Agenda:  
a.
Tax Sale Properties – Attorney update:  Candy has spoken with Attorney Barlow about the two properties the town purchased that were not redeemed.  The Selectboard asked a special meeting be set with Attorney Barlow and the property owners or their representative.

ECS Agreement:

i.
use of Nature Trail:  Attorney Barlow has advised that this agreement is for the schools use of town property and a separate agreement is needed for the town use of ECS property.  Ricky made the motion to sign the annual agreement for school use of the town property for a nature trail, same as last year.  Approved and signed.
ii.
Town use of building:  The Selectboard asked that LNMUUSD Business Mgr. Deb Clark be contacted to discuss an agreement for town use of school property for an emergency shelter, including use of the kitchen and EYSC use of the property for sporting events, inside and outside.

c.
Alderfer Enterprises (Kurt Salvas) – land use agreement:  In October 2018 Kurt approached the Selectboard about crossing town property (additional acreage of Eden Cemetery) that abuts his property on Parsonage Rd.  The purpose would be to move his equipment to a work site on Mary Dueso Rd.  This would be a temporary agreement only for the period of the work project.  In October it was decided to address this in March, 2019.  Tracey has contacted Kurt’s business, Alderfer Enterprises to see if the agreement is still desired.  Email correspondence confirmed it was.  Tracey has requested further information on the time frame, area needed, etc., before proceeding with drafting an agreement with Attorney Barlow.  Barb noted that the Cemetery Commissioners should also be consulted and involved with this agreement.  
d.
VASA Request:  An email from AOT inquiring if the town was aware of a request to open RT 100 from Eden General Store to East Hill Rd to ATV’s and if the town would be in support of this.  The Selectboard agreed this was a State of Vermont decision.  The town already supports ATV use.  In May 2017, it opened town highways to ATV’s.  The State will be advised of this and that the town does not object as long as VASA properly signs the trail, maintains the signage and ATV’s abide by state law and posted speed limits.
