Minutes of Special Selectboard Meeting

March 5, 2019
The Selectboard held a special meeting at Eden Central School, immediately following the annual town meeting, on March 5, 2019.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, Barb Dewyea, Adam Degree, Justin Gillen, Tracey Morin, and Candy Vear.

1. Ricky opened the meeting at 10:45AM.
2. Additions or Deletion:  None at this time.
3. Reorganization of the Selectboard:

a. Chairman:  Ricky made the nomination for Adam to serve as Chairman.  Approved.

b. Selectboard Clerk:  Ricky made the motion for Barb to be the Selectboard Clerk.  Approved.
c. Town Administrative Assistant:  Ricky made the motion for Tracey to be the Town Administrative Assistant.  Approved.
4. Appoint the following officers:  Justin Gillen was present to express his interest in the Dog Officer position.  The open position would be advertised.  Ricky made the motion to appoint the following to these positions, advertising the one Dog Officer position:

a. Delinquent Tax Collector:  Candace Vear

b. Fence Viewers:  Michele Cardinal, Jubal Durivage, Adam Degree.

c. Dog Officer:  Justin Gillen
d. Inspection of Wood & Timber:  H. Bruce Burnor

e. Emergency Management Director/Coordinator:  Andrew Ehlers
f. Trustee of Public Funds:  John Touchette, Candace Vear, Donna Whitcomb

g. Tree Warden:  H. Bruce Burnor

h. LRSWMD Director: David Whitcomb

Adam seconded the motion.  Approved.  Candy has paperwork to be completed and submitted for the LRSWMD appointment.
5. Town Service Officer:  Ricky made the motion to appoint H. Bruce Burnor as Town Service Officer.  Adam seconded the motion.  Approved.

6. Committee Appointments (held by Selectboard):  Adam made the motion to appoint the following:
a. Transportation Advisory Committee:  Ricky Morin with Tracey serving as the Alternate.
b. Sheriff’s Advisory Board:  Adam Degree
Motion Approved.

7. Committee Appointments (held by members of the community):  All committee members had been contacted on whether or not they wished to be reappointed.  Melissa Morin expressed to Tracey at Town Meeting that she did not wish to be reappointed to EYSC.  Ralph Monticello is no longer a resident of Eden and cannot serve on EEC.  Keren Ferrari said she would remain on EPC but would like to not serve on EEC as the meeting times conflicted with her schedule.  She did express that if it meant EEC no longer had a quorum, she would remain until another member was appointed.  Kristina Brown sent an email of interest in serving on EPC.  Based upon this information, reappointments to the following were made with open positions to be advertised: 
a. Eden Youth Sports Committee: Susan Demers, Wayne Demers, Jr., and Kristi Johnson.  Two open position.  Motion made by Ricky.  Approved.
b. Eden Planning Commission:  Keren Ferrari, Charles Leone, Tracey Morin, Candace Vear and Kristina Brown.  Motion made by Ricky.  Approved.
c. Eden Energy Committee:  Keren Ferrari, Matthew Mitchell, and Craig Kneeland.  Two open positions.  Motion made by Ricky.  The Selectboard acknowledged Keren’s position on the time restraints, noting she could resign at any time she felt it necessary.  Approved.  
8. Set date and time of regular Selectboard meetings:  Barb has a conflict with Mondays, Adam, Tuesdays, Tracey, Tuesdays, Wednesdays & Thursdays.  All were asked to think about which day would work the best for all concerned with a decision to be made at the next regular meeting.  The next meeting will be changed to Tuesday, March 12th at 6PM.  
9. Discuss:

a.
Listers – Outside Assessment Firm (if approved at town meeting):  As this article passed, a firm must be hired to start work on this year’s property tax records.  Appraisal Resource Group (ARG) had sent a draft contract for review.  Ricky inquired if other companies had been contacted.  Yes, NEMRC had been contacted three times with no response.  ARG has worked with Eden in the past, is familiar with the town, properties and our computer system.  For this year, as time is a factor, they may be the best option to get the necessary work completed by State deadlines.  Tracey has forwarded the draft contract to Atty. Barlow to review.  Based on this, the Selectboard will review the information and await comment from Atty. Barlow on this contract.  This will be on the agenda for March 12th.
b.
Tax Sale Redemption, March 13, 2019:  The Selectboard was reminded of the upcoming tax sale redemption date.  The town office is working with Attorney Barlow on properties who have paid the redemption fee.  The Selectboard asked for an update at the March 12th meeting.  
10. Town of Eden/Eden Central School – Property Use Agreement – update:  The Selectboard would like to meet with Deb Clark and Melinda Mascolino, adding to this agreement access to ECS building for EYSC and kitchen access when used as an emergency shelter.  They will be contacted for a joint meeting.

11. Authorization to process and sign checks prior to Selectboard approval.  Ricky made the motion to authorize the Treasurer to sign checks prior to Selectboard approval.  This process allows payroll to be processed weekly and other accounts paid to receive discounts or meet filing deadlines.  Motion approved.

12. Any other business:  Ricky asked that spring posting of roads be put on the March 12th agenda.  Tracey asked the Selectboard to review the job description of the Town Administrative Assistant and notice to go in the paper advertising the same.
13. Meeting adjourned at 12:10PM.  Approved.
