Minutes of Regular Meeting, August 27, 2019
The Eden Selectboard met at the Town Office on August 27, 2019.  Present at the meeting were:  Ricky Morin, Adam Degree, Barbara Dewyea, Carol Hamel, Patty Fryk, Candy Vear, James Heath, Monica Heath, Donny Bullard, Shannon Friedrich, Brent Lanphear, John Savage, Lindsay Reese, Seth Jensen, 
1. Adam opened the meeting at 6:00 PM.
To accommodate those present, the Selectboard moved to:

9. VASA Shannon Friedrich: Green Mountain ATV President brought in an application for highway access between Blakeville Rd to Eden Mini Mart. There was a discussion of how VASA plans on policing riders.  Will VASA be available to help stop ATV use on private property?  If there is a property owner with an issue about ATV use on private property, Shannon stated that he could be called for backup on these issues.  Ricky motioned to sign the application.  Approved.
13. Fire Dept.: Brent Lanphear and John Savage discussed how Hyde Park fire department wants a stipend for officers.  If North Hyde Park/ Eden fire department wanted to pay their officers a stipend would Eden be willing to pay half.  At this time North Hyde Park/ Eden fire dept. voted no on initiating a stipend for their officers. Brent then addressed the new unsigned joint resolution agreement between the fire departments, stating according to the new agreement, insurance would be increased to cover the replacement cost of trucks, equipment and the building.  Increasing the coverage, to replacement values, would cause the premium to sky-rocket.  Ricky Morin and John Savage agree that a meeting between Hyde Park, North Hyde Park and Eden is needed to discuss the joint agreement. Ricky then stated, Eden is willing to pay 50% of our shared fire department costs.
10. James Heath spoke again about a joint venture with Eden to apply for a municipal grant to refurbish the NHP Grange Hall. Seth Jensen from the LCPC also spoke about Eden joining together with North Hyde Park, to apply for the grant together. It will better the chance of receiving grant funding. Again stating that Eden is not financially libel, but with Eden’s support this new venture will benefit both communities.  Ricky motioned to sign the joint resolution.  Approved and signed.
5. Beach: Donny Bullard asked if the pontoon boat that is docked on his property, but does not belong to him, would be allowed to dock at LERA. At this time the boat is sitting at the mouth of the brook, blocking it, which is in violation of the State of Vermont. Donny also stated there is no right of way to get to the boat, so the owners have to trespass in order to reach the boat. The Selectboard again stated that the boat was not going to be allowed to dock at the beach.  Also, not wanting the boat owners to use town property to access the neighbor’s (Bullard’s) property, the Selectboard asked that a letter be sent to the owners of the boat, stating this.
Patty Fryk reported that RV site #16, electricity was not working correctly and was delivering shocks when approached.  Adam Degree went to the beach and disconnected site #16 electrical connection.  The Selectboard agreed that the electrical issues at the beach must be corrected.  Barbara Dewyea stated a plan needs to be set up.  Ricky will get some names of electricians and also speak with Matt.
Patty discussed how she has three new people to be in the beach lottery next spring. Selectboard set the lottery meeting for October 1st at 6:00pm. Applications to be sent out.
