6. Green Mountain Club: Molly Flanigan of GMC owns a parcel of land in Eden that they want to transfer over to the VT Dept. Forests Parks & Recreation to become a part of the Long Trail State Forest. Molly and Gannon came before the Selectboard to ask the Town of Eden to support the transfer. The Green Mountain Club would like the14 acre parcel to become public land. Ricky asked if there would be a VAST corridor through there. Gannon replied if this was considered through the long trail range, Eden could voice your requests. Ricky stated there used to be a trail up to the fire tower that was shut off. Ricky asked if the State would be paying the town taxes on the property.  Gannon replied that the State does not pay property taxes but does make a payment in lieu of taxes (PILOT) that is derived from the town tax rate and the assessed parcel value at the time of acquisition. Ricky made the motion to support the transfer of land and a letter of support to the VT Dept. Forests Parks & Recreation. Approved.

      Elavon: Credit card services for the Town: This service would be open to the town for payments.
